
“Judgment will be without 

mercy to anyone who has 

shown no mercy; mercy tri-

umphs over judgment.” 

James 2:13 

James was very concerned 

that the church be known for 

its mercy and not just its 

orthodoxy.  He reminds us 

that the worst bigot is a de-

vout one, so we have to stop 

being so judgmental and 

start loving others ourselves.  

But the problem for many of 

us is that we don‘t really even 

love ourselves.  The reason 

we struggle with being judg-

mental of others is precisely 

because we are so judg-

mental ourselves. 

It is impossible to give mercy 

to yourself.  It can only be 

received as a loving gift.  This 

is the gift Jesus was dying to 

give us, and it‘s the gift he 

expects us to keep passing 

around on his behalf.  But 

you can‘t give what you have 

never really accepted.  Jesus 

doesn‘t ask you to believe in 

mercy, which just reduces it 

to more orthodoxy; he calls 

you to receive it.  It‘s easy to 

know if you have taken this 

mercy to heart because it 

makes the harsh judgments 

evaporate.  As James said, 

"mercy triumphs over judg-

ment‖. 

This doesn‘t mean there isn‘t a 

biblical standard for behavior. 

Or that the church doesn‘t need 

to keep presenting this stan-

dard.  But God reserves for 

himself the right to judge those 

who fail at life.  According to this 

text, there is no one upon whom 

his judgment will be harsher 

than those without mercy.  

That‘s because our failure at 

giving mercy reveals how little 

of it we‘ve received.  If you don‘t 

take God‘s mercy, all that‘s left 

is his judgment.

With school starting, we 

can expect a flurry of com-

municable disease making 

the rounds again as our 

children are introduced to 

new germs and bringing 

them home.  It‘s a good 

time to again remind chil-

dren (and adults) of the 

importance of hand wash-

ing.  A good hand washing 

with soap and water after 

putting down the back 

pack goes a long way to 

preventing illness. 

There is one serious com-

municable illness that 

seems to be on the rise.  

Pertussis or whooping 

cough has been increas-

ingly prevalent over the 

past few years.  Recently 

seven infants in California 

have died of the disease.  

Most older children and 

adults are able to recover, 

but babies are susceptible 

to complications.  Babies 

do not seem to have natu-

ral protection and even if 

they begin their immuniza-

tions on time (usually at 2 

months of age) they do not 

develop adequate immu-

nity until they have had a 

least a series of three 

shots.  This makes it all the 

more important that adults 

and children in close con-

tact with babies be prop-

erly immunized. 

Part of the reason that 

whooping cough is on the 

rise is that there are pock-

ets of the population who 

no longer get immuniza-

tions for one reason or 

another  Some believe they 

have harmful side effects 

such as autism and sud-

den infant death syn-

drome (SIDS), an issue 

which has been studied 

and researched exten-

sively with no confirma-

tion.  Some have not seen 

such diseases so believe 

they are no longer a 

threat.  Some refuse 

based on religious rea-

sons.  Some believe they 

cannot afford to get immu-

nizations although this is 

one service that is still 

subsidized and provided 

through local health de-

partments.  Grandmas and 

grandpas don‘t usually 

think of themselves as 

needing immunizations, 

but research shows that 

immunity gradually disap-

pears over time.  There is 

an adult immunization for 

whooping cough.  Ask your 

doctor about it or check 

with your local health de-

partment.  Whooping 

cough is no fun and down-

right dangerous for infants 

 

I know I‘ve given your this 

recipe before, but it‘s so 

good and handy as school 

starts.  I try to keep some 

of these muffins in my 

freezer most of the time 

and my daughters do as 

well.  (They like it if I bake 

the muffins, then hand 

them over in a freezer bag 

ready to pop in their freez-

ers.)  With busy house-

holds and school starting 

there‘s not always time to 

fix a sit-down breakfast, 

but one of these muffins 

out of the freezer and 

nuked for 30 seconds can 

be taken in the car or on 

the bus and be a nutritious snack .  

I like to eat one with a cup of tea or 

glass of skim milk when I get the 

mid afternoon munchies. 

Mama‘s Magnificent 

Muffins 

1 1/2 c sugar 

2c flour 

1/2 c whole wheat flour 

1 c Fiber One cereal 

1/2 c ground flax seeds 

1 t salt 

2 1/2 t. baking soda 

1 c dried fruit—cranberries, raisins 

3/4 c chopped walnuts 

Mix together thoroughly. 

2 eggs slightly beaten 

2 c buttermilk 

1/2c canola oil 

Mix together and add to dry ingredi-

ents and stir just enough to mois-

ten evenly.  Do not over stir.  Place 

in covered bowl at least overnight 

to soften bran.  Original recipe says 

it will keep in fridge for two months, 

but I‘ve never kept it longer than 2 

weeks. 

Bake at 400 for 15 minutes. 

Freezes well.
