you put on your roof. Shingles
is a viral infection that causes

a painful rash
the age group | hang around

many cases of shingles lately
and so many are unaware that
there is a vaccine available.

Shingles is caused by the
same virus that causes chick-
enpox. Af ter
enpox, the virus lies inactive
in nerve tissue near your spi-
nal cord and brain. Years
later it may reactivate as a
painful, burning rash with
blisters that may break open
and crust over. Most com-
monly, the rash occurs around
one side of the torso, but may
be on one side of the face or
neck or around an eye. Per-
manent eye damage may
occur if the virus gets in the
eye.

A person with shingles can
pass the virus to anyone who
hasndt had chi
sons with shingles should
avoid physical contact with
pregnant women, newborns,
and anyone with a weak im-
mune system.

If you think you may have
shingl es, itos
contact your doctor soon. The
antiviral medications that are
prescribed should be started
within 72 hours of the rash
first appearing. Prevention of
complications is particularly
important if the rash is in or
around the eye. Your doctor
may also prescribe medica-
tions to help reduce the pain
associated with the disease.

Shingles is most common in
people over age 50 with the
risk increasing with age. Itis
estimated that half the people
who live to the age of 85 will
experience shingles at some
point in their lives. Our grand-
children are less likely to ex-

perience shingles because
there is now a vaccine for
chickenpox which children

get as a part of their child- b
hood immunizations.
