Stress is nearly the ‘given’ of our culture.
Humans have developed over thousands of
years to meet stressors from the earliest
eras such as charging bears or lions. Most
of us don’t meet such stressors in everyday
life, but our bodies react to keep us safe, to
fight or flee. Once the danger has passed,
our bodies need to turn the ‘danger switch’
off. While mild stress motivates us to ac-
tion, enhancing learning and perception,
prolonged or severe stress taxes these
‘dial-down’ mechanisms allowing the
stressed state to persist without diminish-
ment and leading to adverse effects on the
person.

For lay caregivers, and indeed for everyone
on the planet, in order to be a calm, com-
forting, supportive presence to those we
serve, we need to recognize our own stress
and reduce it to mild levels. SCC staff
