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Music Notes

Lent—a six week period of time to refo-
cus on God in order to cope with life
more effectively so as to experience
more fully the Easter joy He wants us to
have.

Here are six ways that could cause you
to rejoice and refocus during this sea-
son of Lent:

1.

Clarify your values. Know and live
in peace with what you believe and
cherish. Live out these convictions.

Treasure God’'s Word. Memorize
scripture and great hymn texts—
read uplifting books—listen to great
music.

Set realistic goals. Write down
these goals. Know what you wish to
accomplish; then set small, easily
attainable objectives. Visualize
yourself reaching these goals and
reward yourself for completing each
step.

Prune activities and commitments.
It is more difficult to stop something
than to start it! Get the clippers
and prune away activities that are
no longer necessary. Turn off the
TV—and, (Yikes!) even the computer
once in awhile!

Practice simplicity. Be content with
less. Recognize that unnecessary
possessions are “stealers of Divine
time” as we maintain “things.”
Spend more time on opportunities
that have eternal significance, such
as your family. Learn to serve and
to love more, spending less on
things that soon leave you forever.
Develop time-management skills.
Set up a calendar—block out some
project time and provide free time.
Be realistic and allow enough time
early-on for projects. Avoid last
minute rushes. Learn to delegate!!!
Plan time to “create!”

Strategies to help when and older person stops work-
ing

More adults are working, and they are working later
into life. People in their 50’s, 60’s and even, in some
cases, well into their 70’s, are in the workforce—for
now. But what happens to them when their jobs and
-especially when they still want or need to work? In
this workshop Dr. Paul Melrose, SCC staff counselor,
