Session has approved the following building repair pro-

jects: 

*In the Promise Land beginning three or four weeks 

from now, new flooring will be installed in the hallway, 

classrooms, counseling waiting room and one counsel-

ing office.  The hallway, waiting room and office will be 

carpeted.  The classrooms will have vinyl simulated 

wood flooring, which will provide much easier mainte-

nance and cleanup after Cupcake Sundays and other 

children’s projects (Playdough, paint, etc.) 

 

*The Main Street entrance doors have severe sun and 

weather damage on the outside.  The four side doors 

will be removed, one side at a time, to repair the wood, 

windows and apply new weather stripping.  All six doors 

will be resealed inside and out.  The project will begin 

around the end of July. 

 

*During the summer months Mark Sacher will be in-

stalling some new exit signs and emergency lighting 

throughout the church, as required by the Milford Fire 

Department. 

 

*In the Promise Land three skylights will be replaced 

and all of them will be resealed.  This project will proba-

bly start in the first part of July. 

Last month John Adams Landscaping, a company 

owned by one of our members, John Finzel, installed a 

drainage system under the brick in our three car park-

ing area on Liberty Street.  This repair appears to have 

helped considerably in relieving the water pooling prob-

lem on the sidewalk and parking area. 

The committee is working on obtaining quotes for re-

pairing and repainting the choir loft.  The hope is to 

have the work completed before the end of the sum-

mer.
