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Music Notes

Farmington Sings Hosted by First Pres-
byterian of Farmington

Summer is frequently a time when local
church music programs go on vacation.
But not this year-at least not at First Presby-
terian of Farmington. Instead, the Perform-
ing Arts Series at the church will host the
first-ever “Farmington Sings”, modeled after
the popular choral events held each summer
at the University of Michigan in Ann Arbor.
Local singers will gather on Sunday July 31
to rehearse and sing one of the favorites in
the classical choral repertoire, the much-
loved Requiem of French composer Gabriel
Faure.

“All year long, choirs rehearse and sing to
honor God or the entertain their audiences,’
says Dr. Gerald Custer, music director at the
church. “This time, we're going to gather
simply for the sheer joy of making music
together. This event is something like a
busman'’s holiday for all of us.”

Featured performers for the summer sing
are Devon Hansen, organist at First Presby-
terian, soprano Paige Wilkinson (who serves
as conducting interim in the church’s music
program), and local bass-baritone Andrew
Neer. Wilkinson and Neer will sing the solo
portions of the work, with Custer conducting
the assembled choral forces.

Interested singers will gather at 3:00pm for
a brief rehearsal, and then sing through the
work beginning at 4:00. “Vocalists who have
a score of the Requiem should bring it
along,” says Custer, “but we’ll do our best to
provide music to anyone who doesn’t have
one, at least until our own set of copies runs
out. After that, we’ll just share music among
us. The bottom line is simple: if you want to
come sing, then, then come-and sing!”

Custer hopes this initial event will turn into
an annual series. “No matter where you
look, te Farmington area is blessed with
many fine choirs, in our local schools,
churches, and throughout the wider commu-
nity. There’s a wealth of talent right here in
our own backyard—and lots of wonderful
music waiting to be sung. I'm eager to see
what we can do with this first installment!”

Those who don’t want to sing but would still
like to share the experience are also wel-
come, Custer says. “If turnout is good,
things may be a bit tight,” he notes. “But
our sanctuary as First Presbyterian has lots

of seats, so if you'd like to listen come
around 3:45 and we’ll find room for you,
one way or another.”

First Presbyterian Church is located at
26165 Farmington Road in Farmington
Hills at the intersection of Farmington and
Eleven Mile roads.
