Frances Jane Crosby entered this 

world on March 24, 1820 near New 

York City.  She was born into hum-

ble circumstances and was raised in  

the Christian Faith from the begin-

ning of her life.  Her early upbring-

ing was Presbyterian.  Later she 

became known as Fanny.  At six 

weeks of age she developed a severe 

cold and her family doctor was una-

ble to respond.  Another man posing 

as a Doctor responded to the family 

call for help and treated her eye 

inflammation with hot poultices.  

The poultice ingredients coupled 

with a high fever blinded Fanny in 

both eyes and left her blind until her 

death at the age of 95 on February 

11, 1915. 

Crosby lost her father before age 

one.  She grew up with three loving 

siblings, her mother and grandmoth-

er.  Fanny began to write poetry.  

She attended the New York School 

for the blind and would later teach 

history and English at this same 

school. 

By the time she was 38 she had 

fallen in love and had married a 

faculty colleague named Alexander 

Van Alstyne.  Her reputation as a 

song writer was growing as a result 

of her energy.  Her great confidence, 

faith and energy came through her 

hymn compositions.  She was influ-

enced by the revivalist movement of 

the 1850’s.  She had already com-

posed over 8,000 hymns.  She was 

under contract to Bigelow and Main 

Publishers to write at least three 

hymns a week.  She actually 

averaged close to 45 hymns a 

week.  Her publisher asked her to 

submit some hymns under pen 

names so that the publisher ap-

peared to be publishing the 

hymns of several authors.  It is 

estimated that Crosby had over 

200 pen names over her life time. 

Crosby once observed that she 

felt her blindness aided her in her 

writing.  She was sure that if she 

could see the many beautiful and 

interesting things that surrounded 

her life she would have been 

distracted.  She was a friend to 

five U.S. Presidents.  At the 

same time she cared deeply for 

the poor and the alcoholic. 

Her best known hymn is one of 

our favorites.  “Blessed Assur-

ance, Jesus is Mine!”  I love 

hearing us sing this hymn in our 

worship.  Phoebe Palmer Knapp 

was a friend of Crosby.  Knapp 

married the founder of Metropol-

itan Life Insurance Company.  

Knapp invited Crosby to her 

home and played a tune that 

Knapp had written entitled As-

surance.  Knapp asked Crosby 

what she thought the tune said.  

Crosby replied; “Blessed Assur-

ance, Jesus is Mine!”  Crosby 

then wrote the familiar words 

that we know to this hymn in just 

a matter of minutes. 

In 1910 Fanny’s husband died 

and she moved to Bridgeport, 

Connecticut to live with her 
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sisters.  She never saw the face of 

any of her loved ones.  But she said 

that when she died and went to 

heaven she knew the first face she 

would see would be that of her 

savior. 

May God bless you with such confi-

dence and energy of faith!
