Following is an update on the building repair projects:

*The refreshing of the Sanctuary stenciling has been complet-
ed.

*The new window shades in the Pastor’s office have been
installed by Mark Sacher.

*The committee is obtaining quotes for the consideration of
replacing the waterless urinals, with water flush type, in the
Promise Land men’s room.

*The three new stainless steel kitchen counter tops have
been installed and the floor has been retiled. With these
upgrades we have raised the sanitation level in our kitchen.
