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Good day to you! 

 

A healthy and fruitful relation-

ship between a pastor and a 

congregation is a blessing in a 

community.  That is precisely 

what we pray you will have 

with your next installed pastor 

you will call.  It is also, we 

believe, God’s hope for you.  

As anyone knows who has 

ever been involved in an actu-

al flesh and blood relationship, 

relationships take work– all 

kinds of work.  This is a good 

time to get started. 

 

The work involves the kind of 

endeavors that we believers 

are presumably equipped to 

perform– it involves the work 

of caring and loving.  We love 

(we can love) because God 

first loved us!   Love improves 

with practice.  That is why this 

is a good time to practice.  

One of the reasons that God 

gathers us into community is 

to provide us with a context of 

opportunities to practice lov-

ing in a safe place.  As we get 

better at it we more widely 

distribute the benefits of this 

loving and caring. 

 

God calls some pastors to us 

in order to provide us with 

greater opportunities for practic-

ing these relationship gifts.  

Sometimes pastors are called to 

challenging congregations in 

order to assist the pastor in grow-

ing in loving and caring.   

 

Our Congregational Self-study is 

in front of the Presbytery Com-

mittee on Ministry.  When final 

approval has been granted by 

Presbytery we will move to the 

steps necessary to select a Con-

gregational Pastor Nominating 

Committee.  That committee will 

have much preliminary work to 

do before beginning the actual 

process of reading Personal In-

formation Forms (pastor’s re-

sumes) and interviewing pastors.  

We will all be waiting and want-

ing this search process to be 

hastened along. 

 

In the meantime the best thing 

we can all do is work at getting 

better at community building.  

Instead of pushing our leadership 

to hurry up, let’s take this time to 

work on improving our relation-

ship skills.  When your new pas-

tor arrives later this year you will 

all be excited at first.  We may 

also be a little anxious.  As first 

we will be polite.  Then we will 

bump up against one another; 

discover some quirks, some 

weaknesses, and some prefer-
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ences.  There may be some 

disappointments and even 

disagreements. 

These will be moments to 

exercise love.  Fifteen minutes 

a day on the forbearance 

treadmill will do wonders.  

Then several laps of active 

listening will also get us into 

shape.  Then just a few sprints 

of honest speaking will also 

help.  We can promise you 

that a stronger, healthier more 

positive relationship will cer-

tainly result from our commit-

ment to do the daily work of 

relationships. 

Remember, loving and caring 

is Christ’s work.  When we 

love and care we are doing the 

work of Christ.  In part this is 

what it means to have  Christ 

working within us.  This is the 

Good News for Milford. 

Let’s get started now.

February -  a month of dichotomy.  On the one hand 
celebration (black history, valentines day, presidents 
day) and on the other, entry into a season of soul-
searching repentance and reflection called Lent. 

   

There's a little known verse about sickness in the Bi-
ble, found in Isaiah 38:17.  King Hezekiah, after the 
terrible illness that nearly cost his life, said "Indeed it 
was for my peace that I had great bitterness."  The NIV 
puts it this way:  "Surely it was for my benefit that I 

suffered such anguish." 

  
Elizabeth Payson was born in Portland, Maine, on Oc-
tober 26, 1818.  Her father, Edward Payson, was a 
famous Congregation minister, so revered that a thou-
sand children were reportedly named for him.  His writ-
ings and sermons are popular to this day. 

  

In 1845, Elizabeth, a school teacher at the time, mar-
ried a Presbyterian minister, George Prentiss, and the 
couple moved to New York where George began 
teaching at Union Theological Seminary.  Elizabeth 
enjoyed writing, and her books, Stepping Heavenward 
and The Flower of the Family, became best sellers. 

Her health, however, was frail, and she suffered chron-
ic insomnia.  One day in 1856, following the deaths of 
her children, she worked on a poem-prayer to God 
which got caught up in a stack of papers and was not 
found until thirteen years later.  As she re-read it, it 
didn't impress her as being very good.  But when 
George insisted she finish it, she dutifully scribbled an 
ending in pencil.  H printed a few copies, one of which 
landed on the desk of musician William Doane in Cin-
cinnati, who set the verses to music.  The hymn - More 
Love to Thee, O Christ. 

May the words of this great hymn inspire each of us to 

seek a fuller and deeper relationship with Him.
